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Humans, Drugs and God


As a disciple of YahShua (Jesus in Greek) one of my main occupations is uncovering truth. I love Him and He is truth, therefore I love truth. Especially when the truth is outside the box of the general consensus because this truth can be ‘world changing’. When everyone has become convinced of a lie that is Satan’s ‘world system’ lie, we are supposed to be demolishing that, and building God’s kingdom of Love


The apostle has a special job. (S)he is sent as a mature ministry with a message to a certain people. This is initially the Gospel, then if they claim to want God’s blessing our job is to interpret the gospel and the epistles to the people group in context with their culture. All good missionaries know we cannot approach a tribal culture with just putting them in pants and skirts and making them look and act like 20th century Americans; God forbid as that group is about as far away from the reality of walking with Christ as any group on earth. 

     No our job is to live with them, learn the hear what the Holy ghost says to them and minister these truths to the culture to bring them into a close and intimate Holy Spirit walk with the Father in YahShua’s new covenant. We may walk away more like the injun’s than the cowboys! So be it; apostles like Daniel Boone in his old age said; “When I look back on my life it is the Indian, not the white man I relate to the best.”(para mine)

   So now some of us find ourselves sent to the post-modern culture called “America” or the USA. Religious meetings are held in “churches” all over the place but there is almost no one who walks with the Lord in the Spirit and Truth. We have a conundrum because here are millions of people talking and acting religious who think they are in truth, while in all reality they are living in a religious state of denial over the fact they have NO LIVING VIBRANT RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD at all; only a dead judgmental religion to go to when they are feeling far from the father’s love; A sad counterfeit.

    Many will argue this point as they busy themselves with work, children, spouses, religious activities and even “Evangelism” which is nothing more than making proselytes to their dead religion; deceiving yet more people into thinking that their Sunday rigors and Wednesday night studies are all there is to it. They will debate you saying “I have fun at choir; I feel the Spirit in worship, I enjoy my friends who go there...” But like the pauper who never had steak and thinks peanut butter is all there is, they just don’t get it.  

    Then of course they will look at me, a poor preacher who doesn’t even have a car running. They see the outward, they judge me as being “not blessed” with the thousands of dollars they pay in debt re-payments at hi interest every month. No I don’t have the toys so they judge me to be not blessed and themselves to be blessed because to them, if you don’t have a new looking car to drive and a modern looking house and big TV, computer on and on well we know what YahShua said and it stops all mouths; “A man’s soul does not consist in the things he possesses.” And “It is harder for a rich man to enter heaven than for a camel to go through a needle’s eye”.

      But I digress. This sermon is about God, drugs and people. So to it.

God is the heavenly Father who created everything and who will judge us at death deciding if we go to heaven or hell. If you don’t believe that well keep reading anyway. He sent YahShua (folks call Him Jesus) who was perfect to die in our place. So if we truly follow YahShua and DO what he said, God adopts us, we get to heaven and we can consider ourselves blessed here because there are all sorts of benefits as you can imagine being God’s child.

   Now in that there are lots of things we should and should not do. This is the religion part. James the apostle said “true religion and undefiled is to care for widows and orphans”. Jesus also said to give to the poor this is a major theme of the Gospel; caring for the less fortunate. There are no details like the food stamp people ask you “How did you get poor” or “Why don’t you just get a job” or any of that stuff we like to use as an excuse NOT to help the poor, just do it they said. 

    Their solution was to live in a community and not be selfish; if someone needed a ride somebody with a donkey picked them up. It was a covenant community and everyone simply shared. This way everyone had more than they needed and the community could do outreach helping other’s less fortunate. The only agenda was to tell them the simple gospel story, and also to “build the church” which is where religion came in and screwed it all up. 

    Now in 21st century USA I am sent to help these people; these “Americans” they call themselves (although Canada and Mexico are in America; aren’t they Americans?) OK we can call them US citizens. I am called to bring them back into intimacy with the Heavenly Father through the Gospel of YahShua the Messiah. 

   So I move in amongst them, learn their language, oh I speak it already, kewl. Now I do what YahShua did; I go amongst them, learn their ways and call them to “Repent, the kingdom of God is at hand” just like YahShua and the apostles did. But repent of what? They are rich and hard working, their laws almost all reflect the Bible anyway, what do I call them to repent of?

    That is simple; in Hebrews the 6 foundations of the gospel teach us what for some reason is purposely left out of most seminaries and bible colleges; 

   Heb 6:1-2 “Let us go on to maturity, not laying the foundation (again) of 

1) Repentance from dead works and 2) faith toward God.

3) doctrine of baptisms and 4) laying on of hands

5) resurrection of the dead and 6) eternal judgment

Yes the New Testament gives us an outline but most “church leaders” ignore it or are completely unaware of it. As we computer programmers say “RTFM”; do what the book says to do! First we need to repent of dead works (religious exercises that do nothing to please God or help man) and understand faith towards God. 

     Now I have a lot of competition as a preacher in the US because these folks are rich! They print their own money whether they have gold and silver to back it or not!! Every huckster and charlatan in the world is trying to con them out of money for products and services and religion is one of the top contenders for this lucre. I trust in the power of God to impress those He is calling.

    I see other preachers yelling at them for smoking and drinking and they seem to get people to feel guilty and walk to the altar. The people don’t get any closer to God or become more like YahShua but hey it makes for a good show after all I’m missing Sunday afternoon football.

    Of course this is all folly. Anyone with 50 IQ or better can see right through it. Self denial in religion is a sad ugly thing but I did it for 25 years; it is better than the option which is complete condemnation for the truly wicked sinners like me who were murderers and have a feeling we deserve torture and death anyway. 

   But that is NOT the kingdom my Lord and Savior died for! He paid the complete price so I can rule and reign in this earth with Him and our Father and kick the lying devils out of my way including religious ones who are masquerading as God’s anointed and making people accept misery in place of the complete victory Christ paid for on Calvary !!!

    But again I digress. We are talking about drugs. People use them, preachers say it is a sin and we need to stop, and nobody does really. So I have to go back, discover what Christ really said about drugs (did they have them; did anyone take them?) thee is a lot of information if we dig. So I dug and this is what I found out. If you disagree then you dig and prove me wrong; I did the work and this is the truth, you can repent and get into the boat or stay on shore and miss the fun but I am going on with God.

   OK humans take drugs. We all accept that. Who does? What do they take? What is a drug? Are all drugs bad? How do we tell? These are simple scientific questions; who, why, where, when, how. It is in answering questions we find truth. Jesus (YahShua) is truth, and I want to know Him more; I want to bring His kingdom to people, so I better know what the heck I am talking about. 

    I spent 10 years following a little disabled child around the USA my son Justin. He lived to be 10, then went home with the Lord. I miss him every day. The last 2 years he was sick a lot, and I researched drugs. I did a PHD level thesis study and uncovered more truth than you can handle honey; if I told you all of it the CIA, DEA and others at federal level would put you in their little black book as a potential terrorist. You’re probably already on some police list because you are reading my literature; get used to it it’s gonna get worse before it gets better. 

   I discovered many things about drugs and why we categorize them as we do (the system) and how God looks on the whole issue. I learned first hand, both as a drug addict in the 70’s who did not walk closely with God, and as a researcher and minister in modern times. I have stats and first hand lab experience 

DRUGS

What is a drug? Websters defines the word thusly –

WOW! A lot to think about. Now do good people take drugs? Yes we know this is true. There are some borderline cults who teach people to never take an aspirin or Tylenol but we know this is nonsense. If a doctor tells us we need a “medicine” we take it. We have been programmed this way to have faith in our medical system. Take it from a father who spent 10 years following a disabled child through the hospital system of 4 States of the US – not a good idea; you better know the facts and research every naturopathic alternative and pray hard before you trust doctors; they are not God and prone to life and death mistakes. Not because they’re bad people just that their job involves life and death which is why we pay them more. 

    Now why do doctors tell you to “take the purple pill” or the green one? Who tells them which one to use? How do they know when a new drug that is better comes on the scene? How do they keep track of the thousands of drugs out there?

    The doctor trusts the system or he is out of a job. You better not; it is you or your loved one’s life at stake not his; all he will lose is money IF you can prove he was guilty and believe me unless somebody dies or is crippled for life and it is very clear you won’t get a lawsuit. These hospitals have you sign 14 releases before they even weigh you. They have records departments that lose paperwork regularly (yes they lost my paperwork) and are experts at giving legitimate reasons why and passing the buck.

   So the doctor trusts whom? He trusts the PDR or physicians desk reference of drugs. This book is regulated by the federal government; you cannot put things like “Kaneh Besom herb tea” (a bible herbal remedy) into the PDR; it has to be drugs that the FDA (Food and Drug Administration) has approved. The FDA is a government agency that is bribed by huge drug dealers like Libby corporation and others to push their multi billion dollar industry down our throats. They will lose multiplied billions of dollars if people begin to see all they need is healthy food with vitamins and minerals and they would rarely ever need another medicine ever.

   There are 3 categories of drugs – 

1) Doctor prescribed – Tylenol 3 or anti-biotic for example

2) Over the counter – Tylenol or Cold medicines for example

3) Recreational drugs – Coffee, Alcoholic drinks, cigarettes and marijuana for example

 Now we can set a simple rule for the Christian based on what YahShua dnthe apostles taught – Drug abuse is sin period. We can abuse any category of drugs if we OVER-USE or inappropriately use it. Over-use is called “surfeiting” or gluttony, it is the opposite of the fruit of the Spirit “temperance” which means to use a little, just enough then share the rest. If there is still extra 2nds are OK right?

   For example if adults are having a dinner, we can have a glass of wine afterwards or maybe a 2nd glass a little later. If we have a headache we take 2 Tylenol, but we don’t take 12 Tylenols. Common sense right? If the doctor says take these pills we do it; we take 1 in the morning but not 12 for a whoopee. Agreed?

   Now today in Western culture many people are really getting down on tobacco smokers. No-smoking laws are becoming the in thing as more people quit and the majority now do not want to breathe 2nd hand smoke. However few if any preachers in America say you will go to hell for smoking cigarettes. You will stink and you may die of cancer but everyone knows it is not a heaven or hell issue. Most “smokers” in private will tell you they want to quit after a few years of it anyway. Cigar smokers do not in-hale (a lot) so they argue it is not even a little sin. This is all religious nonsense Christ said clearly “There is nothing a man can put into his mouth that can defile him; it only goes out the other end into the toilet; it is His words coming out of his mouth that defile him for out of the heart the mouth speaks.”

   You see God is not really concerned much with what you eat, drink SMOKE or anything else that is outward; God is concerned with what is in your heart, because if you think something, sooner or later you will say it, or act on it, and it is these things that affect others and may or may not be sinful.

   Paul the apostle and a great philosopher of the 1st century AD deals with this core principle well in the case of the Romans. In Chapter 14 he untangles the problem of some Christians buying meat sold in “the shambles” or a store that sold meat from animals sacrificed to idols. He simply said “If your hunger is stronger than your guilt don’t feel guilty eat it by faith, if your conscience is stronger than your faith don’t eat it.” And he also added; “You who eat iot do it in private; don’t let your faith cause another to stumble”.

   This is pure apostolic guidance to sincere believers some of whom felt guilty (probably the rich ones who could afford paying a servant to run to another city and buy meat every week!) and others who were hungry. It is based on the principle of Christ; there is nothing going into your mouth that defiles; it is what comes out”.

   SO we see this principle applied to alcohol. Don’t drink in front of people who do not have faith to drink. Now since Christ is coming for those who have faith, I would rather be a drunk in the gutter with faith than a religious person in a pew with none, but let God sort ‘em out. The best is our goal and that is to eat, drink, smoke, or do whatever we do in the faith of Christ.

Back to our definition of drugs, I think I can beat Webster. Simply put drugs are chemicals. Originally the English “Drogge” meant a solution to dye clothes or… 

Obviously someone came along, probably some kid, and drank the dye one day and got sick and puked, maybe he got cured of warts so they decided the ol’ drogge was good for warts. You get the idea.  

    Now a lot of people don’t acknowledge it but common table sugar is a drug. It has no food value, causes the metabolism to speed up quickly and then leaves you feeling “blah’ because there is no food value to replace the energy it causes you to expend. It is a drug.

    I know sincere “Christian” people who have no particle of sugar in their lives. Their kids are not allowed to have candy ever. When they grow up I fear they will be heroin addicts because they never learned to control their flesh in this area.

    Many US Christians will admit that coffee and tea, or other drinks especially coke, Pepsi, Dr. Pepper, Mountain Dew, and others are full of caffeine and sodas have 6 teaspoons of sugar. We need to repent of this uncontrolled drug pushing to our children. Our Jr. Hi and Hi Schools are full of vending machines and our kids are all caffeine addicts. Caffeine is harder to kick than marijuana; this is a drug fact you probably did not know.  

   So the research begins to bring the truth and we see a different picture than we were “painted” by the world system of corporations who run the planet. Since YahShua has not returned and Satan is the god of this world are we surprised? So do we take every coffee pot out of every church by law? Why not; we are trying to legislate morality in every other way; illegal abortion, etc. why not outlaw coffee and tea? For that matter alcohol is easily the most dangerous drug around why not outlaw it? Drunk drivers kill more people every month than marijuana users killed in…history!

    Oh but we tried that; it was called prohibition. Did your history teacher tell you all about that fiasco of religious zealots trying to legislate morality? So we see legislating morality only works in the areas of hurting others; we can legislate that you will not dirve drunk, because you kill innocent babies, but you can’t legislate abortion because it kills innocent…wait I’m confused !

    What happened there; my mind went on 2 train tracks at once and I derailed. Oh I see, we are total hypocrites as a society, as a religion, we are just completely full of crap aren’t we? Is reality beginning to blur; maybe it’s time for a joint. LOL!

   OK back to logic it’s all we got right? Unless I can just part the Red Sea and then you will follow me forever right? Like YahShua said the wicked generation seeks for a sign; just do what is right any kid can get it. 

   No the confusion comes in because we have labeled substances a, b and c as wicked and d, e, and f as wonderful. Someone has given substances or chemicals, which are simply plants or extracts, personifications of “Good” or “evil”. A priest with a glass of wine at the communion table is the epitomy of good, but the fat guy with a beer on Sunday washing his monster truck is evil. We have to get back to the facts to find the truth don’t we?

    YahShua was tagged by his opponents as a “glutton and a winebibber”. This means a guy who pigs out and gets drunk all the time. Well certainly we do not believe that, but obviously He did eat at feasts and drink wine. HE could not sin so if we look at it realistically we see God does not ever anywhere in scripture say “No drugs” because He says “Yes Wine” and we know it is a drug. 

   Now we would be fools to say; “Any drug you eat is OK but if you take it in an IV or a needle or a respirator or smoke it then no it is evil”. This is silly; we have to identify the chemical and identify acceptable uses based on science, then as Christians we need to decide what is Holy or not. We need to know Christ’s Covenant and focus on the major issues so we can stay in unity.

SOBRIETY

Now the real issue as far as Christianity is not the chemical, but the effect.  The most common drug in history is alcohol, so we use it as our unit. We can substitute any chemical for alcohol and it should work the same if we are going to have a “drug rule” for 21st century Christians. This has always been the apostle’s job of bringing unity by applying the truth of the Gospel to a certain culture, time, people group, etc. 

   So here is my ruling; do not over-do it when taking chemicals. Follow Doctor’s directions if they have the full research available to make a decision. Most doctor’s will say “Drink occasionally, keep track of it; 1 drink per 3 hours or so, with meals and snacks, don’t drive if you do more than that” something along those lines. So can we apply that to other “recreational drugs”?

      No not really. Some recreational drugs such as heroin are just not a good idea for anyone! Such is clearly the case with Crystal Meth, Cocaine and others, so what is the solution? I think we need to look at another facet of the picture to get clarity; sources, natural and synthetic.

Natural and Synthetic Drugs

This is important to understand this issue that is one of the top 3 money-making issues of our time; the legal and money making difference between natural And synthetic drugs.. Understand that the natural properties of say Green tea, cannot be patented and made into a profit source by corporations (at least not yet). Our nation has always considered a natural plant as something in the free domain for all people to grow and use as they see fit. As long as they don’t MANUFACTURE AND SELL a substance FROM the plant it is fine. 

   In this light we see wine is a natural result of having a lot of grape juice and no refrigeration. Wine can be made at home; do we all do that? No we buy it from a liquor store! The difference is that We the People REGULATE wine; we make sure it is not too strong (it would be called brandy then) so people don’t overdose, and we tax it. Americans grow the grapes and make the wine and make a lot of money; domestic prosperity.

    This is what we need to do with all plants and natural things; we need to let people grow their mushrooms, coca plants, opium poppies, cannabis et al and do what they want as long as they don’t make a lot and sell it; if they do they are then in the business and must be regulated and taxed. It is that simple and this would boost our ailing economy because we are not PRODUCING actual products anymore in the USA and without production of some kind a nation’s economy cannot sustain. We are printing money like wildfire not backed by gold and silver as the constitution demands, resulting in out of control national debt in a spiraling bubble which is setting us up for the next market crash, depression and “1 world” government take-over of the USA.

     I am not alone in this stand to regulate all drugs; thousands of drug enforcement officers from around the world, members of www.LEAP.cc etc. are lobbying for this because it is ruining America from the inside out as the Communists wrote long ago in their plans to destroy our nation from the inside out! “Illegal” drugs are not regulated at all so the market runs wild resulting in criminals regulating it and creating a false ‘need’ for more and more police in a nation that already has the highest percent of prisoners per capita than any nation in the free world. This is not America.

    Example; you can grow herbs and make herb tea. One herb may cure your sinus headaches. You can grow say Kaneh Besom and make tea for your sinus headaches no problem. Oh wait no that is the Hebrew for Cannabis so it is illegal in the USA right? Even though I just grow it and it is a herb bearing seed and God called it good and said I can eat it? Even though George Washington and Thomas Jefferson both grew it and recommended in their writing that every US citizen grow it to ensure “Domestic prosperity”? This is not adding up; we should stand for truth plain and simple..

   Welcome to Amerika, a fascist socialist police state post Christian culture of big corporations who live for money and power and expect We the People to work in factories making their war equipment, oil equipment and drugs for low pay while they incrementally pass laws overriding every civil right we once had. Will we lay down and take it? Not my house; we will serve the Lord and truth; to say we serve God and stand against plain truth is hypocrisy.

   BOUNDARIES

Now how does God look at all this? Man looks on the outward but God looks at the heart. God only asks us one thing; obey. He may not speak to us for days, or speak many times in one day, but He asks us to obey when He gives us an instruction. The issue of what we take into our body which is God’s temple is given to us and we have a free will. 


If we wake up every morning and grumble “I feel awful I have to get to the coffee pot” then we are no better than the junky on heroin crawling in the gutter, but hey surprise; to God you are no better than anyone are you? If we wake up and say “God help me I’m a wicked sinner and I need your help to be a good person and build your kingdom today” then it doesn’t matter if we crawl out of bed to a coffee pot or a heroin needle; we’re on the right track, and eventually if we hunger and thirst for His kingdom we will get to where He wants us to be, do what He wants us to do, be blessed and wind up in heaven.

    God wants us to understand we ALL like sheep have strayed; if we have a good job, a nice family and use a cup of caffeine to get going in the morning God says “Use the plants I’ve given you to feel good and enjoy life, but be careful son, not too much; temperance in all things”. Likewise if we work hard and come home and have a smoke before dinner and it helps us relax and be happy, God says the same thing; “Don’t overdo it; be sober when it is time to be sober.” The difference between a Christian and a hellion is not the plant we imbibe, it is the heart that cares what God thinks of every action and word and thought we have every moment of every day.  


God is more concerned with our judgmental attitude than what we eat, smoke or drink. We are so focused on the outward and we really do not know God very well at all. We know some bible verses but have we tested His promises and seen Him come through for us in miracles? This is relationship a living vibrant walk of faith acts. This is what should be normal for us, but alas we have religion instead. We are hypocrites not because we want to be, but because Satan the god of this world has put on a good show for us and managed to get us off on some tangent or other anything as long as he can get us away from the presence of God and an intimate walk of faith.

     Satan’s plan is to get us to accept a dead religion instead of pressing into a living relationship with God. He puts thoughts into our minds getting us to judge the lost and never win them or love them into our Father’s kingdom. This is the opposite of what YahShua and His apostles did; Paul said he “Became all things to all men that I might win some”. If I have to smoke a joint to win a commune full of hippies I’ll do it. 

     There is a huge segment of society that is in the drug culture and they are separated from God not because He rejects them, but because we in our hypocrisy have lifted ourselves above them in our minds because we “Don’t smoke” or “Don’t drink” or “_____” fill in the blank; either way God is not convicting them because this is not sin; sin is going against God’s will and Word. God simply has not called the sinner to quit having fun; HE never said that nor did any apostle; they called them to repent of sinning against God by rejecting Christ. Their self-righteousness is the 1 sin that is separating them from eternal life. Can we who claim Christ then be self-righteous and think we are saved by “not smoking” or any other “law”? No it is only in the wedding garment that we are clothed and allowed into the feast; should we clothe ourselves with any other form of self-righteousness we are lost..

   Do we have to become wild rebels drinking and smoking and chasing women to be accepted by the party crowd? No, but God may ask us to smoke the peace pipe with the natives to let them know we aren’t a “total geek” or an undercover cop. God has asked missionaries to do a lot of things over the years to relate to the natives; one man I read about moved into a leper colony and ended up dying of leprosy. 

     Many have died going into wild areas and dealing with the heathen on their level. The question is do we care for the lost? Do we love truth? If we want power over Satan and a true walk with God we have to face facts and get out of our little Anglo-Saxon puritanical religious construct and get into the Kingdom of God thinking and acting. No you don’t have to do something that is against your ‘conscience’ but Paul explains in 

1Co 10:25

Whatsoever is sold in the shambles, that eat, asking no question for conscience sake: 

1Co 10:27

If any of them that believe not bid you to a feast, and ye be disposed to go; whatsoever is set before you, eat, asking no question for conscience sake. 

1Co 10:28

But if any man say unto you, This is offered in sacrifice unto idols, eat not for his sake that shewed it, and for conscience sake: for the earth is the Lord's, and the fulness thereof: 

1Co 10:29

Conscience *, I say, not thine own, but of the other: for why is my liberty judged of another man's conscience?

     So the issue is boundaries, not substances. 

Example – If a person drinks cokes all day they face serious health risks and will tend to be irritable, short tempered, all the effects of being “wired”. Some people are fine and function better a little wired perhaps; but I think any Godly person will say we should not overdo it with caffeine. The same goes for alcohol. I like a wine cooler now and then, but alcohol makes me sleepy so I don’t drink it early in the day or before driving. This is all common sense.

    So we have to set boundaries. Now who sets these boundaries in society? For kids it should be the parents teaching them how to set their own boundaries. We live in a democratic republic and we set boundaries for ourselves called “laws” that we pass based on what is best for the majority. Here is where we begin to see the hypocrisy of our culture. 

      If we set boundaries that are skewed because of politics or greed, we set the stage for rebellion and anarchy. People will be free; free people will fight violently to stay free once they’ve tasted real freedom. Our drug laws in the USA are so unjust because of greed and politics of a few extremely rich people that We the People are feeling the hurt more every day. Prohibition didn’t work in the Early 20th century US and it isn’t working today. 

     We must take a stand as Christians and leaders of the free world for the truth. The truth is Pot is far less harmful than either cigarettes or tobacco. To make it a “schedule 1” drug and make cocaine “schedule 2” (lower # means more dangerous) is total hypocrisy against what any kid in America knows as truth and this is verified by a large majority of doctors and scientists. 


   So we as a nation need to repent, and right now there are many activists struggling to get the issue of secure voting system into the public forum after G.W. Bush stole at least 1 and probably 2 elections using hi priced computer hacking. It is an abomination that most preachers in the USA are completely unaware (as are their sheep) of the current voting “black box” systems and which is good or not and why. Our very religious freedoms hinge on this voting system and you had better be up on it. I use www.USCountVotes.org to keep track of the issue but it is a NOW faith issue and there is no time to waste. 

   So in conclusion, we see that we all eat, drink, breathe and bathe in chemicals all the time. Some are bad for us, some are good for us, some make us feel better, some make us feel altered, but we have to walk with God and our conscience in what we take into our bodies. It is our choice if we are a free people. We will reap what we sow.

     God is not all that concerned with what goes into our body. Yes He cares about small details, but He cares more about your heart; are you honest with yourself, God and your fellow human beings? Probably not 100% it is only a few dear friends in life we can be 100% honest with and not get hurt. We can ‘con’ ourselves and others but not God. We must not judge others for drinking, smoking, food, Sabbath days or any such thing. Let us walk as our conscience decrees and judge the fruit of a person’s life; not bodily habits that are innocuous. 

     As Our Lord said, don’t strain at a gnat and swallow a camel. We should be focused on hearing God’s Spirit and obeying Him. This is how we love Him if we keep His commandments and they are simple; Love God and love your fellow human beings. Love the pot-head where he is, and walk with Him towards God’s light.
